Promoting the Spread of Apartments/Condominiums Securing the
Minimum Amount of Energy for Life Continuity Performance

Since fiscal 2012, the TMG has been promoting the spread of LCP (Life Continuity
Performance) housing, which are condominiums and apartments equipped with features
that allow the residents to continue living within their home even in the event of a disaster.
Information on such housing is collected, registered, and publicized on the official website. A
project will be implemented to encourage multiple dwellings, such as existing
apartments/condominiums, public housing, and new apartments/condominiums, to
introduce energy supply systems that combine stand-alone power generators, such as
co-generation facilities, and commercial power through reception of high voltage power,
which will enable operations of elevators and water pumps to be continued in the event of

earthquakes and other disasters.
